Health Bill to Parliament.

The Bill seeks to repeal and
replace the Public Health Ordi-
nance of 1960. This Bill will
seek to adequately strengthen,
safeguard and promote healthy
living for all Sierra Leoneans.

Furthermore, it will fully capaci-
tate the Ministry of Health and
Sanitation in planning, respond-
ing and treating current and emerging public health emergencies. The Bill was warmly
received by Parliamentarians who also reasoned the relevance of its adoption.
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
